Print, cut out and attach to the side of a 8 ounce medicine bottle.  Check to be sure the scale is accurate for your bottle.  The bottom of the scale should be at the bottom inside surface of the bottle.  The scale top should be at or slightly above 6.4 ounces.

If the scale is too short or long, in Microsoft Word you can go to "Format" followed by "Paragraph" and increase or decrease line spacing until the scale fits your bottle.

This scale is designed for a 100 to 1 mix.

I glue the scale to the bottle and cover and overlap the scale with clear packaging tape.
